World Methodist Conference

Jim and Paula Lightfoot and Ed and Martina McRae
recently attended the World Methodist Conference in
Durban, South Africa. Two thousand persons from the
Wesleyan traditions attended, representing 120 countries
and 80 judicatories. It was a time of joyous singing,
inspiring speeches, and meeting Christians from around
the world. The theme was "Jesus Christ for the Healing of the Nations." Stories
of healing were shared--stories from around the world.

The Stop Hunger Now project completed paying for and packaging 101,000
meals--with Conference members working in two hour shifts throughout the
Conference. 75% of the meals went to schools in South Africa, and 25% to the
famine in Somalia. The advantage of sending the food to schools is that hungry
children receive an education as a by-product of being fed.

They attend school because they are hungry.

Originally started by British Methodists and their colonial churches in 1871,
the Conference has met every five years, except during World War II.

Martina went early to serve on the World Methodist Council. Their main
task was to update the constitution and by-laws, which had not been revised
since 1871. One of their interesting projects is a ministerial exchange program.
A minister from one country exchanges pulpits with a minister from another
country for six weeks. They exchange parsonages and cars. Another emphasis
is a strong evangelism effort in various countries.

Methodist churches are growing the most rapidly in the southern hemisphere
--both in Africa and in South America.
