I followed a less than typical, but not so
far-fetched pattern growing up. Between kindergarten

and high school, I was in 7 different schools in 4 A WORD
different communities; I called five different FROM THE
Methodist churches home as well. On my first day P ASTOR
(mid-year) in the 5" grade in Henderson, NV, I -_—

received a folded, “Check ‘Yes’ or ‘No’ note.” It read,
“You look nice. Would you be my boyfriend?”” My heart raced - I could not
believe the luck of this goofy-looking floppy eared and footed kid. As I
looked to the bottom for a signature, I noticed a post-script in a smaller font:
“P.S. Don’t tell anyone. I don’t want people to know I asked out the new kid.”

As I prepare myself to send my daughter back to her second school in
as many communities and to send my son to kindergarten, I cannot help but
dwell on and pray for the experience of the new kid. As families prepare for
the “Fresh Start” of the new year, I pray for us all.

In our church, we are perpetually surrounded by the spiritual new kids.
They might not have my floppy ears or big feet, but they come with the same
reservations and anxieties about finding a place where they fit in and more so
finding an experience of God that enlivens them. Whether they are “new” in
their faith journey, “new” in the midst of change from one faith tradition or
denomination, or “new” in renewing their experience of the transformative
and life-giving work of Christ, our church is a place for them. They need to
know that this is a home for them in their journey, just as surely as you have
experienced as such. This a place where real people are welcome without
shame or suspicion. That is our heritage at SVUMC, and it is most certainly
our future.

Cholesterol is a waxy, fat-like substance that your body produces and is necessary
for many body functions. However, when there is too much cholesterol in the
bloodstream, some will build up on the walls of the blood vessels, including those
of the heart. Over time, this build-up can impede the flow of blood. High blood
cholesterol is a risk factor for coronary heart disease (CHD,

As the leading cause of death in the United States, CHD has the potential for
touching many, many Americans. The good news is that people CAN prevent
heart disease by controlling those risk factors that can be modified.
