DTiE UPDATE 
 

When ―Duct Tape isn’t Enough‖, a capital campaign is needed to raise funds to 

do some maintenance jobs that our current budget giving is not enough to cover.  

When our new pastor opted to live in the Montgomery House there were many 

maintenance items needed to bring it up to the standard requirements for a par-

sonage.  There are also several big-ticket maintenance items on our campus 

which need attention.  The Capital Campaign Committee decided to bundle all of 

these needs together into one campaign rather than have two in successive years.   
 

The Parsonage Committee estimated that the work required on the house would 

run close to $65,000; the Trustees estimated that to complete the other necessary 

jobs $60,000 would be required.  With these two figures provided, the CCC set a 

campaign goal of $125,000 to be raised in 18 months beginning 7-1-2010.  A 

presentation was made during the service on June 13th; an explanation letter with 

a pledge card was mailed to everyone on June 14th; and pledge cards were to be 

returned to the church on Sunday, June 20th.  A good many cards were returned 

that day and some have been coming to the church office ever since. 
 

So---what did we need the money for?  A part of the explanation about the house 

related that it had not been a home since Mrs. Montgomery died upwards of thirty 

years ago.  It has been vacant, or a rental, since that time.  The general repair and 

updating of equipment was the reason for the expenditures in this area.  We re-

placed all appliances, kitchen counters, all plumbing fixtures, windows, and bed-

room carpets.  The other floors were refinished, all walls were repainted, and 

window treatments were provided throughout the house.  This work was all done 

in just over a month and the Mattick family moved into a lovely home.

Estimates being what they are, we needed extra money to complete the parson-

age.  We actually spent $72,619 on this phase of the whole campaign project.  

In July we were faced with an unexpected roof repair.  It was feared that the 

whole roof needed to be replaced (at an astronomical figure), but fortunately, a 

repair was possible at a much lesser cost. This money came from the Trustees 

budget. 
 

The items that the Trustees included were: replacing 25 years old AC units in 

the sanctuary (as necessary), resurfacing the parking lot, and hiring a profes-

sional tree trimmer to top our big trees.  None of these items are glamorous, but 

they are necessary to protect our physical plant.  Remember, we do have a re-

sponsibility to keep our facilities in good condition for the future of the church.  

Of the $125,000, our goal, less the cost of the parsonage, Trustees will have 

$52,381 to spend on these projects. 
 

 So…what is the situation now?  We made the explanations, we took in the 

pledges, there is some money coming in.  The Administrative Council voted to 

accept an interest-free loan from the Santa Barbara Union, an arm of our con-

nectional church, in the amount of $50,000 so we would have cash on hand to 

start the parsonage.  This loan must be repaid within a year.   
 

As of October 18th, we have received pledges in the amount of $90,139.  This 

means that we are $34,861 short of our goal but some pledges are still coming 

in.  The parsonage is completed.  The Trustees projects are not scheduled to 

start until 2011.  As of September 30th, we  have had pledges redeemed in the 

amount of $49,999.  We  have repaid $15,000 of the loan.  We still have 

$40,140 to come in on current pledges. We have $12,372 cash on  hand to fur-

ther repay the loan. Things are looking good. 
 

If for some reason you were unable, or forgot, to pledge you can still join your 

church family in this endeavor.  We are still confident that we will reach our 

goal.  Please help us make this possible.  This church family has done amazing 

things over the years; WE CAN DO IT AGAIN!  All of us, working together, 

are a force to reckon with.  We accomplish the impossible and we smile and 

love and share with one another all the way.  Even in tough times like this, we 

will ―Make it Happen for God!‖   
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S.O.S (Spirit of Service)  
is growing!   

We now have 36 ladies volunteering 

to make a difference in our communi-

ty.  Many of them have already begun 

serving at Sunrise Senior Center and 

For The Troops.
