So many people are affected by cancer.  A lot of us do Relay for Life in memory of someone they love 
– like Bob Brown, one of our long-time youth leaders . . . or Danielle Newell, one of our past youth 
group members . . . or a family member, like Samantha Bobb’s mom.  Others will participate in honor 
of someone fortunate enough to say “I’m a cancer survivor.”  It’s not too late to join this year’s Youth 
Relay Team!  Join thousands of people as they “walk the track” to raise money and awareness and 
provide HOPE that a cure will be found!  

 
 IMPORTANT STUFF YOUTH & PARENTS NEED TO KNOW: 

• To participate, youth MUST turn in a signed parent permission slip. 

• Sr. High Youth (grades 9 – 12) can stay the entire 24 hours (including overnight) with parent 
approval. 

• Middle School Youth (grades 6 – 8) can spend all day Saturday (10 am – 10 pm).  They can also 
spend the night if a parent is willing to stay with them.  Otherwise, Middle School youth will leave 
for home at 10 pm Saturday night, following the beautiful and moving Candelight Ceremony. 

• For safety reasons, youth are not allowed to leave the Royal High School stadium area, or 
come and go on their own.  If a youth needs to leave for any reason, we ask parents to let 
us know with a written note or a phone call. 

• Youth are expected to check in with an adult regularly throughout the daytime and 
nighttime hours. 

• Parents need to drop off and pick up their youth at our team’s site.  That way we know 
they’ve been released to you and have not left with someone else. 

• Youth who spend the night need to clarify and follow nighttime rules with the adults who 
are responsible for them. 
 

SPECIAL NOTE TO PARENTS:  Adult Chaperones and Helpers are always needed, especially for 
the overnight portion of this activity.  If you’re a “night owl” or suffer from insomnia, why not sign up to 
help provide coverage?  Parents are always welcome to help by spending the night, helping with 
snacks, or even teaming up to provide dinner for our hungry crew.  If you’d like to help out, give 
Lauren Witman a call at 527-6501. 
 
Also, FYI – once youth pick up forms and pay their $10 registration fee, they can sign up for the time 
they want to walk.  This is done on a “first come, first served” basis.  Many of the youth and adults stay 
for the entire 24 hours, and there are always activities they can involve themselves in.
